Ø CLOSING STATEMENT: Paul doesn’t say we can quench “some” of the fiery darts of the enemy, 

but “all” his fiery darts. In Greek and in English, “all” means all! In our modern world, armies 
would be clamoring for a defensive weapon that was able to neutralize “all” the bullets and 
bombs of the enemy. But that’s what “all” means – a powerful notion when it comes to spiritual 
warfare. There is not an attack from Satan you can imagine that cannot be neutralized by faith. –
